Text, Materials and supplies:

Buen Viaje textbook level 1, a 5 star notebook, scissors, highlighter, color pencils and glue stick.  These items need to be brought to class every day.  

Course goals and Objectives:  
This course emphasizes in five basic language skills:  listening, comprehension, speaking, reading and writing.  This course is designed for students who do not speak Spanish.  Students will:  

· Conjugate regular and irregular verbs in the present tense.

· Use the formal and informal of “you” (tú & usted) and titles.

· Write simple, high-frequency expressions

· Write simple sentences about persons, objects and events based on familiar material.

· Read and understand learned material in a selection of written texts on familiar topics and demonstrate comprehension by appropriate responses to questions.

· Communicate minimally with learned material, such as oral responses to core vocabulary.

· Examine some similarities and differences aspects of the Hispanic culture with students’ own culture.

· Recognize correct and incorrect grammatical structure

Students will accomplish goals and objectives by:
· Pronunciation drills
· Listening comprehension and dictation
· Oral communicative activities:  group work, role playing, class discussion, responses to questions
· Reading text material
· Writing exercises (short sentences with emphasis on vocabulary and sentence structure)
· Homework, quizzes, examinations, projects and group presentations

Class Rules
1. ONLY SPANISH will be spoken in class.
2. Be prepared and in your seat before the tardy bell rings. (Bring school supplies and a positive attitude to class).

3. Follow directions the first time they are given and raise your hand if you have a question.
4. Respect the rights, and property of others.

No English in the classroom, when learning a foreign language it’s crucial to practice the target language as much as possible.  Therefore, the student will be speaking only Spanish in the classroom.  I will use English in my instruction only for clarification if needed.

Attendance/Participation Policy:

Class participation includes your contribution in regular class, projects, small group activities, etc.  Also it is essential that you do your homework and prepare well in order to be ready to participate in class. YOU are responsible for securing any missed work before school, during lunch or after school. Late homework will not be accepted.

Finally, no put-downs are allowed in the classroom—that meaning yourself, your peers, or your teacher.
