Text, Materials and supplies:

Buen Viaje textbook level 2 (Green Textbook), a 5 star notebook, whiteboard marker, whiteboard eraser, scissors, highlighter and glue stick.  These items need to be brought to class every day.  A Spanish/English Dictionary highly recommended.

Course goals and Objectives:

· Conjugate regular present, past, future, conditional, present perfect and imperfect 
progressive tense verbs.

· Conjugate irregular present, past, future, conditional, present perfect and imperfect 

progressive tense verbs.
· Write paragraphs about persons, objects and events according to textbook.
· Read and understand learned material in a selection of written texts on familiar topics and demonstrate comprehension by appropriate responses to questions.

· Communicate with learned material, such as oral responses to core vocabulary.

· Examine some similarities and differences aspects of the Hispanic culture with students’ own culture.

· Recognize correct and incorrect grammatical structure

Students will accomplish goals and objectives by:

When absent, the only way to make up participation points is through volunteering in class when it comes to answering questions or by coming after school to make up participation points.
